please bring with you: 

- drawing paper and a pensils ( 3 coulours ) 
- a needle to sew the tulle and the cotton fabric together 
- cotton fabric : 2 x (70 x 30cm) ( for the 80cm frame) and  

  2 x (45 x 45 cm) 
                 or  2 x ( 40 x 30cm) ( for the 50cm frame) and 

  2 x ( 45 x 45 cm) 
(use the Southern Belle 100% cotton at most quilt supply stores 
and make straight ongrade hems ) 

- a hard pensil nr 5 ( to draw on the tulle) 
- or a textile marker 
- strong pins (with glass heads ) 
- childrens scissors ( with simple rounded points) 
- a burolamp and magnifier 
- your own frame if you got already one 
- good mood
